Rationale - the overview or scenario for this assignment

	You have been approached by a book publishing company, who want you to produce a selection of technical images that show the different affects that changing apertures and shutters can have in photography. The editor of the book has left it up to you, the photographer, to choose a theme for the images, but he /she has specified that the images be taken outside. The editor has also specified the number of images- 

· Three showing depth of field 

· Three showing selected focus

Hints:

Doing the Research - When undertaking the research remember the workshops that you did with Richard, set everything up neatly in alignment. Only collect larger images off the Internet. Also use the library for books and magazines. 

Depth of field – The amount of distance between the nearest and farthest objects that appear in acceptably sharp focus in a photograph. A shallow depth of field is achieved with a wide aperture (e.g. f2.8) and greater depth of field is achieved with a small aperture (e.g. f22)

Selective focus – Employing shallow depth of field through the use of a wide aperture (e.g. f2.8) so that the subject is isolated from its surroundings because it is not in focus.
Subject movement – Subject movement is when you capture the motion of movement in a photograph. For example blurring the movement of a fast car. Subject movement is achieved by photographing moving objects at slow shutter speeds.

Lighting – Lighting is an essential factor in revealing and recording the shape and atmosphere of an item.

Film – The best film for location photography is ISO 400.
Taking the Photographs - Take your time loading the film. Make sure the camera is set to the correct ISO film speed. Take a variety of shots, as not all of them will come out as expected. The main aim is to show your understanding and handling of a camera, so keep altering the settings but get the exposure correct and keep the images sharp.

Your Folder:

You will need a project file from the store (25p) to place your work in and some plastic pockets (£2 for 100 which will keep you going for a number of assignments). Your completed folder will have the following in it in the order stated-

· Research Photographs

4 to 6 clear and explained photographs of depth of field and selective focus.

· Research materials, techniques and processes

Research of all the materials, techniques and process that have been used or  could be used.

· Black & White Photographs

Three showing depth of field 

Three showing selected focus

· Evaluation

3 or 4 paragraphs

Your folder is to have the following work secured in it by the deadline. Complete the tasks in the following order and tick them off as you complete them.

	Photography Research – Marking criteria 1.5

Look through magazines, photography books and on the Internet for 4 to 6 interesting and striking photographs that effectively show the use of aperture in photography. Describe what you see in the photographs, what kind of focus do the images have, a large depth of field or selective focus? If the image uses selective focus where does the focus fall and what does this do to the way you view  the image, i.e. where does it lead your eyes?

	Materials, Techniques and Equipment Research – Marking criteria 1.5 & 6.1 

You must research materials that your have used or could use for this project; e.g. film types and paper.
You must show technical research on you understanding of depth of field, selective focus and apertures. This must include diagrams, written description and how you achieve them. 

You should also show technical research on how to black & white print; e.g. Include test strips and examples on dodging and burning. Also write a brief report on how you complete a black and white photographic print from start to finish. Do this as numbered steps.

You must also research the equipment that you have used or could use and explain how it works; e.g. SLR camera, tripod, etc, etc.

All the information that you need, can be found on the internet or in a technical photography book in the library; e.g. Langford’s Basic Photography.



	
	

	PART B – PHOTOGRAPHY

	Taking the Photographs and in the Darkroom – 
Marking criteria 1.1 - 1.3 - 6.1 - 6.2 

Take a large number of photographs at different apertures and shutter speeds. It is important to take many photographs as not all of them will turn out as you expect. The main emphasis of this project is technical skill. Therefore take your time when focusing the image and continuously keep changing your apertures and shutter speeds so that you achieve a variety of depth of field, selective focus and subject movement. But get the exposure right.

	Processing the Film and Producing the Contact Sheet Marking criteria 1.1 - 1.4 
Process the film and produce a contact sheet. Put both the bagged negatives and the contact sheet securely in your folder.

	Prints – Marking criteria 1.1 & 6.2

You will need six 7x5 inch black and white prints that have been traditionally printed in the darkroom. The six images should show: three examples of large depth of field, three of selective focus. Your prints should be well presented with even sized borders. The print quality is another major aspect of the project, so make sure you expose the print for the correct time, get the correct contrast and document your dodging and burning.

	Mounting - Marking criteria 1.2
Your six final 7x5 inch images should be dry mounted individually on 8x10 inch mount board. The colour of the mount broad can be white, cream or black.

	Written Evaluation - Marking criteria 1.3
Write a brief, word-processed, evaluation (about 250 words) of what you have produced. It is important to justify the photographic decisions you have made (why you have done things the way you have).
