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Rationale: the overview or scenario for this assignment

You are to create a design, using a combination of text and images that would be suitable as a poster to illustrate a particular decade of your choice. It may be the type of poster that a newspaper would commission as part of a collectable series given free in a weekend supplement. 

Aims:
By the end of the Photoshop project workshops you will have gained enough knowledge to use your skills to produce creative digital documents to a specific design brief. The workshops you have undertaken have progressively enhanced your Photoshop knowledge and skills to work in a very careful and self-critical manner. 

Throughout the assignment you will need to demonstrate that you can use a range of equipment safely and creatively with both digital files and printed materials.

It is important that people that work with digital imaging know how to distribute electronic images effectively via email. You will learn how to effectively ‘save for web’ so that the final image can be emailed to your tutor for assessment purposes.

	Risk Analysis- 

When working in an IT suite it is essential to work in a safe manner and to have an awareness of potential risks. Fill out the risk analysis sheet that is provided and demonstrate safe working practices throughout the assignment.

	Choose a Decade- 
Choose a decade that you want to base your poster on. There are individual PowerPoint presentations on the 1950s, 60s, 70s, 80s and 90s that you can use for reference at -

Get an overview of the decade and include it in your folder; this could be a written piece on your observations with accompanying images some

	Source Images- 
All the images used must be of a suitable size for print and be placed in your folder in their original (none manipulated) state.

When using scans- 300ppi - use the descreen if scanning from a book or magazine and set the target size if the image needs to be larger than the original.

When using internet images- only search for large ones. If using Google set the image search to large in 'advanced image search', and look at the pixel dimensions under the thumbnails. If a 72ppi image has pixel dimensions that are 500x400px it will be just over 4x3cm at 300ppi if it is resized to 300ppi but not interpolated up. Consider searching on flickr.com for images searches.
